You must be aged over 12 (and accompanied by an adult if you are 
under 18), resident in the UK, Channel Islands or Isle of Man and hard of hearing with moderate, severe or profound 
hearing loss or have a hearing loss that cannot be aided. Entrants who cannot attend their regional or the national final 
will be replaced and their prize reallocated. 
First prize: an all inclusive river cruise holiday for two people from Phoenix Holidays, the UK’s leading River Cruise 
Specialist. The winner can choose any of the river cruise holidays on board the MS Arlene available from Phoenix 
Holiday’s brochure (applicable as at 17 September 2009), departing in the 12-month period from the date of the final.

Sound Barrier Star Awards is a new joint initiative 
between Hearing Dogs for Deaf People and Specsavers 
Hearing Centres to find the nation’s heroes who are 
deaf or have profound hearing loss. The awards are an 
opportunity for you to nominate a special person who has 
achieved incredible feats while coping with hearing loss. 
Ten regional winners will be selected from around the 
country and from these, five will be chosen to attend 
a national final in London at the RAF Club, Piccadilly. Nearly nine million of the UK population experience some degree of hearing loss. 

That’s one person in every seven. Over 650,000 of these people are severely or 
profoundly deaf and could benefit from a hearing dog. 

Hearing dogs change lives. They alert their deaf owners to sounds we take for 
granted, providing greater independence, confidence and security. 

Whenever possible, the dogs are selected from rescue centres, but they are also 
donated by breeders and the public, with the remainder coming from the 
charity’s own breeding scheme. 

Since the charity receives no government funding, it relies totally on the generosity 
of individuals and organisations to continue transforming the lives of deaf people.
